2. All submissions must be typed.  Double space fiction and CNF, but submit poetry 

as you wish it to appear in the magazine.  Poems and stories must be titled. 
  
3. Include five copies of each poem and three copies of each short story / CNF piece.  

Number of submissions is limited to 10 poems and 5 short stories / CNF pieces 
(2500 word limit). 

  
4. Include your submissions on a disk formatted in Word, as they appear on your 

paper submissions.  We will not accept submissions saved in other formats.
